Installation Tips:
Connect the speed control BEC wire at the back to the receiver position channel 2.
Connect power wire “A” to the motor “A” solder-tabs
Connect power wire “B” to the motor “B” solder-tabs
Connect power wire “C” to motor “C” solder-tabs
Connect the hall sensor cable between the speed control (underneath the solder taps) and motor
Connect power wire "+ to battery “Plus” sign

Connect power wire “-* to battery “Minus” sign

Point to notes:

1. All power wires should be connected properly according to the symbol indicator and avoid
creating solder bridges on the solder tab

. Avoid soldering longer than 5sec per soldering joint when replacing the power wires on the

speed control
When connecting the battery to the speed control, please make sure the battery + or — should be
connected properly.
For the speed control BEC wire at the back, it can’t be used to connect USB device to PC. It
must use the signal wire at the front instead.

Please make sure to follow the above tips and notes to install the speed control, otherwise, the speed

control may be destroyed due to the improper connection of the wires.




5. Speed Control Setup:

Stepl: Transmitter Settings:

Before setup the speed control, please setup the following functions on your transmitter if

available:

If the transmitter does not have any of the above function, it is already in basic setup

function.

Step 2: Set neutral, forward and brake endpoint data to the speed control:
©Switch off the power of the speed control and please make sure the speed control is not

connected to the battery.

©Remove the motor gear to allow the wheels of the model are free to rotate.

©Switch the transmitter on and move the transmitter throttle stick to the neutral position.
©Connect the battery to speed control and press and hold the on/off button to turn on the unit
until there is a BLUE Led light up.

©After the BLUE Led is light up, that mean throttle range setting mode is entered and the
neutral position has been set.

©Move the throttle to the full throttle position, then the BLUE Led will be flashing until a

solid BLUE Led will be light up. Light up BLUE Led represent the full throttle position haw/

Qn set.

©Move the throttle stick to the full brake position, then the RED Led will be flashing until a
solid RED Led will be light up. Light up RED Led represent the full brake position has been

set.
©Move the throttle stick back the neutral position again, then the flashing RED &

BLUE(purple color) Led will be light up that means throttle range setting has been

completed.
K@The speed control will be ready for use when it powers is off and on again.

Ktep 3: Double check the speed control function: \

The speed control can be checked based on the below LED status.
Functions Status LED Color
Neutral BLUE
Full Throttle RED+ BLUE
Full Brake RED

©If the above LED status is correct corresponding to the speed control function, then the

setup procedure has been completed and it is ready for using

©If there is a mistake during the setup procedure. Please turn off the unit and repeat the

Step 2 procedure.

In setup mode, the speed control will store the neutral, forward or brake position setting inside the

built-in memory and will not lose even if it is disconnected from the battery.

Notes:
If it can’t enter to the “throttle range setting”, please try to reverse the Throttle and brake in

the transmitter setting and go to step 2 to setup the speed control again.

Program Card Operation:

Step 1: Connection with Speed control: \

©Switch off the speed control power and take out the speed control BEC wire from the

receiver.

©Connect the speed control BEC wire to the Program card connector.

Please make sure the speed control wire is connected properly based on the below description.

- Connect BEC white color wire to the program card pin at (‘S”) position.

- Connect BEC red color wire to the program card pin at (‘+°) position.

- Connect BEC black color wire to the program card pin at (‘-”) position.

©Connect the battery to the speed control and turn on the unit. From the start, there should be a

message ‘Radon Series Program Card’. If any key pressed, LCD screen will show the firmware
version number for around Is and then enter to Item Setting Mode /

7. LED Indicators:

© If RED Led is flashing but keep light up the BLUE Led when the speed control is in the\

run, that mean the Low Voltage function is activated and reduce the power to the motor. It

show the battery is lower than expected value..

© If BLUE+RED is flashing together when the speed control is in the run, that mean the
Overheat Protection is activated, the speed control will cut around 50% power delivery to the
motor to avoid the burning problem.

© If BLUE LED keep blinking at neutral position, it indicates it is in Zero Timing /Blinking

Mode. /

How to program the mode function setting through PC interface:

© Unzip TP_Radon USB link V4.0.rar and Install TP_Radon USB link V4.0.ext
program according to the installed instruction

© Use method 1 or 2 to connect the speed control to PC through the USB wire

© Press “Radon Software” icon to open the Radon PC program interface. If the

setting card or usb device is connected to PC properly, the “USB” and “ESC” icon
will be lighted up. That mean all mode setting is uploaded to PC and ready for

adjustment.
©) If it is using the setting card to connect to PC, it needs to connect the external 2cell

(7.4V) battery. After the speed control power is on, if the PC interface is connected
with the speed control properly, USB” and “ESC” icon will be lighted up. That

mean all mode setting is uploaded to PC and ready for adjustment.
© After all mode setting is set, press “Update Setting” icon to update the settings

Point to Notes:

© Press “Reset to default” icon to reset all mode setting values to factory default setting

© Press “Firmware update” icon to upgrade the speed control firmware code
