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How to use the multi-angle 540-380 conversion

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D The MerV-ERA is equipped with two types of
mounting screw holes with different pitches. When
using a multi-angle plate, use one of the sets of
screw holes with a larger pitch (blue frame). [There is
no need to use the screw holes with a shorter pitch
(yellow frame) this situation.]
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@ Attach the multi-angle 540-380 conversion plate
with the included screws as shown in the right figure.
(There are two sets of screw holes, so use the one
that gives you the angle you prefer according to the
chassis layout.)
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3 The holes in the blue frame in the right figure are
screw holes that correspond to the 540 motor mount.
Use the screw holes that allow you to fix the motor at
your desired angle and attach it to the chassis.
(Please use commercially available screws to attach
to the motor mount.)
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
